and Southern Wesleyan University, Central, South Carolina.

3. FLAME offers 3-5 day courses held in several locations in the US and Canada. ’
Students must be 28 years of age or older (or have already completed a
college degree) and be considered non-traditional (not attending one of our Flame
colleges or seminaries). FLAME stands for Fellowship of Leaders Acquiring
Ministerial Education. FLAME provides quality ministerial training to enable Training and Enrichment
you to minister effectively, spiritual renewal to ignite, refresh, and renew spiritual life and call to ministry,
and fellowship and networking to develop new friendships in ministry and to share ideas. Classroom time
averages 20 hours with some reading and reports and/or projects being completed before and after class.
(Out of classroom time averages 30 hours for a total time investment of 50 hours minimum per class). More
information is available at www.wesleyan.org/71/flame.
